We need people like you 
amongst our society. Our partnership should go a long way. If 
we are to truly make a greater dent, and rapidly reduce the 
harm caused by drugs addictions or substance abuse, we 
need to adopt a whole of society approach. This means our 
efforts must be coordinated. We need to act together in a 
strategic and targeted way, building more partnerships along 
the way. Indeed this partnership between the stakeholders, 
SAPS, Churches and the Municipality is a prime example of 
the power of adopting this approach. 

Ladies and gentlemen, in concluding here today, allow me to 
also on behalf of our municipality and the council to say NO to 
the use of drugs. We strongly condemn the use of drugs within 
our municipality. We will as the Municipality work with partners 
and all stakeholders to see to it that drugs are eradicated at all 
costs.
